UNV Boilerplate text

‘Boilerplate text’ is a standardized text that can be used in many different contexts. 
The UNV boilerplate text succinctly describes what UNV stands for and what UNV does. It is intended for use in all UNV printed materials.
Short version 
The United Nations Volunteers (UNV) programme is the UN organization that promotes volunteerism to support peace and development worldwide. Volunteerism can transform the pace and nature of development, and it benefits both society at large and the individual volunteer. UNV contributes to peace and development by advocating for volunteerism globally, encouraging partners to integrate volunteerism into development programming, and mobilizing volunteers.
Standard version
The United Nations Volunteers (UNV) programme is the UN organization that contributes to peace and development through volunteerism worldwide. Volunteerism is a powerful means of engaging people in tackling development challenges, and it can transform the pace and nature of development. Volunteerism benefits both society at large and the individual volunteer by strengthening trust, solidarity and reciprocity among citizens, and by purposefully creating opportunities for participation. UNV contributes to peace and development by advocating for recognition of volunteers, working with partners to integrate volunteerism into development programming, and mobilizing an increasing number and diversity of volunteers, including experienced UNV volunteers, throughout the world. UNV embraces volunteerism as universal and inclusive, and recognizes volunteerism in its diversity, as well as the values that sustain it: free will, commitment, engagement and solidarity.
By consistently using the same boilerplate text in all UNV publications and printed documents, we will convey a unified vision of what UNV stands for and what we do. This in turn will help form a deeper understanding of UNV among our stakeholders and the broader public.
How to use the UNV boilerplate text 
The UNV boilerplate is designed to complement any and all UNV printed communication materials to describe what UNV stands for and what we do. It should be an easy-to-find reference point in any UNV publication.

In general, try to use the ‘Standard’ version. The short version is intended to help when you face space constraints e.g. in small publications such as brochures.
Whichever version you use, you should reproduce this text word for word as it appears here.
The boilerplate is a standardized text. For specific documents, you may need to add additional text, reflecting the audience and the issues being discussed. However, you should not alter the boilerplate text. Usually, the boilerplate will fit better in the early part of your documents.
